This project provides funding for replacement, upgrades 

or elimination of the existing Bonny Slope Reservoir, 

Pump Station and existing 2" diameter distribution 

pipeline.  The existing facilities are sub-standard, do not 

provide fire flow, and do not meet existing seismic 

requirements; however, the existing TVWD customers 

served from these facilities are outside of the District's 

existing service area boundary and are outside of the 

existing UGB.  The proposed project first requires 

coordination with other regional planning agencies and 

the City of Portland to identify and agree to the 

appropriate requirements for serving these existing extra-

territorial customers and implementing improvements. A 

long-term agreement with the City of Portland will need 

to be in place prior to proceeding.
